expected risk to health. MCLGs allow for amargin of safety.

e ND -- Not detected



e Treatment Technique (TT) — A required process intended to reduce the level of a contaminant in drinking water.

e ActionLevel (AL) — The concentration of a contaminant which, if exceeded, triggers treatment or other requirements which a
water system must follow.

e Maximum Residual Disinfectant Level Goal (MRDLG) - The level of adrinking water disinfectant below which thereisno
known or expected risk to health. MRDLGs do not reflect the benefits of the use of disinfectants to control microbial
contaminants.

e Maximum Residual Disinfectant Level (MRDL) - The highest level of adisinfectant allowed in drinking water. Thereis
convincing evidence that addition of a disinfectant is necessary for control of microbial contaminants.

GENERAL INFORMATION

Drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably be expected to contain at least small amounts of some contaminants. The
presence of contaminants does not necessarily indicate that water posed a health risk.

ADDITIONAL HEALTH INFORMATION

Nitrite in drinking water at levels above 1 ppmis a health risk of infants of less than six months of age. High nitrite levelsin drinking
water can cause blue baby syndrome. If you are caring for an infant you should ask advice from your health care provider. Infants and
young children are typically more vulnerable to lead in drinking water than the general population. It is possiblethat lead levels at
your home may be higher than at other homes in the community as aresult of materials used in your home's plumbing. If you are
concerned about elevated lead levelsin your home's water, you may wish to have your water tested and flush your tap for 30 seconds
to 2 minutes before using tap water.

SOURCE WATER ASSESSMENT INFORMATION

The City of Decorah’s water supply obtains its water from the alluvial aquifer and the Middle Ordovician (Galena, Decorah, St. Peter).
These aquifers were determined to be highly susceptible to contamination because the characteristics of the aquifer and overlying
materials allow contaminants to move through the aquifer fairly quickly. Thewellswill be most susceptible to activities such as dry
cleaners, gas stations, industrial sites, and municipal wastewater dischargers. A detailed evaluation of your source water was

OTHER INFORMATION

Radon is aradioactive gas that you can’t see, taste, or smell. It isfound throughout the U.S. Radon can move up through the ground
and into a home through cracks and holes in the foundation. Radon can build up to high levelsin all types of homes. Radon can also
get into indoor air when released from tap water from showering, washing dishes, and other household activities. Compared to radon
entering the home through soil, radon entering the home through tap water will, in most cases, be a small source of radon in indoor air.
Radon is aknown human carcinogen. Breathing air containing radon can lead to lung cancer. Drinking water containing radon may
also cause increased risk of stomach cancer. If you are concerned about radon in your home, test the air in your home. Testing is
inexpensive and easy. Fix your homeif thelevel of radon in your air is 4 picocuries per liter of air (pCi/L) or higher. Thereare
simple ways to fix aradon problem that aren’t too costly. For additional information, call your state radon program (800-838-5992) or
call EPA’s Radon Hotline (800-767-7236).
